That makes Birmingham a logical place for many out-of-state contractors to set up shop, he
said.

"The construction culture in Birmingham is without parallel,” Caton said. "I think that's why
people want to move here.”

But it also allows for stiff competition, as smaler firms sometimes go head-to-head with larger
contractors, he said.

According to its website, DeAngelis Diamond Healthcare Group's recent projects include a new
psychiatric hospital in Fort Myers, Fla., and a hospital expansion of Hendry Regional Medical
Center + ~ in Clewiston, Fla.
